1. LITURGICAL CALENDAR October-December 2004

The following was proposed:

The Feast of St Luke would be marked in a special way during the year of
Luke with procession of a lectern hanging (with Luke's symbol) on Sunday
17,1004 and with the incensing of the gospel book on the feast day itself.
AC will approach Mrs Sharon Carey (St Joseph's RC High School) to ask
if she will make the hanging.

At all Masses on 31.10,04, the Solemnity of All Saints, the Litany of the
Saints will be sung. This will be accompanied by a procession of people
carrying stones marked with the name of one of the saints which will be
arranged to form a cairn. AC will ask Hilary Cameron if the school would
be willing to prepare the stones.

On All Souls' Day (02.11.04), people will be invited to come to the altar,
name the person they wish to pray for and light a candle.

The feast of All Saints of Wales (08.11.04) will be anticipated on the
Sunday (07.11.04) by the singing of a special hymn which names many of
the saints of Wales. Stones bearing the names of the Welsh saints may
be added to the caimn on the feast day.

The main act of remembrance on Remembrance Sunday (14.11.04) will
take place at the 09.00 Mass. As part of the introductory rites of theé"Mass
the names of the people who gave their lives in the two World Wars from
St Mary's Parish will be read out. This will be followed by two minutes
silence and the playing of the last post. FH agreed to ask David Hurley to
play the last post. The 11.15 Mass will be a Confirmation Mass.

FJK promised to contact the youth of the parish fo ask them to minister to
the parish on the Solemnity of Christ the Universal King (21.11.04)

The season of Advent will be anticipated by a special Vigil Service held on
27.11.04.at 19.00. AC will prepare the service.

AC agreed to sing the Litany of the Word at the Advent Sunday Masses.
It was also agreed that there would be an{introduction to the readings at
each Sunday Mass during Advent. The text will be printed in the weekly
bulletin. \

(1) Hall Rents

Present Situation:- Club takes all rents and pays utility bills for the Institute, while
allowing parish groups free access. After discussion, it was decided that from 1% January
2005 rents would be paid to the Parish.

(1) Social Club Constitution.
Present constitution was drawn up when the Institute of Charity owned the building, The
building is now owned by the Archdiocese and a new constitution must be drawn up.
The Archdiocese has examined the present financial status of the club. Findings:- (a) The

Inland Revenue are owed an amount of tax. (b) Two stocktakes have shown a weekly loss
of £150.

These two points were discussed.

A Report to the Parish Council from Pat Drewett relating to
a Joint Parish Council/Social Club Representatives Meeting
Sunday 19" September 2004 in St Mary’s Presbytery

Those present at the meeting were Fr. John, Anthony Hurley, Phil Mullis, Theresa
Sheridan, Peter Hurley, Frances McCarthy, Ann-Marie Rumsey, Pat Drewett.

The items on the agenda were
1. The rental income from rooms in the institute.

2. The Agreement dated 17" March 1989 made between the Institute of Charity
and the Social Club.

The meeting began with a prayer and was chaired by myself. The issue regarding

temporary arrangement, it had been agreed that income from lettings go directly to
Social Club funds. The position of the present Parish Council was made clear — viz.
that this temporary arrangement cease, and that income from letting rooms in the
Institute go directly to Parish Funds rather than to the Social Club. Teresa Sheridan
was thanked for her valuable work co-ordinating bookings and it was hoped that she
would continue to do so in the future. After much discussion, which included the
second agenda item, mutual agreement was reached that rental income will be paid
directly to Parish Funds trom the beginning of January 2005.

In discussions relating to the second agenda item, the following points were made:

e The Social Club is perfoming a useful role and the parish is endebted to the
Social Club Committee for their valuable work.

e The financial contribution made by the Social Club to heating, lighting, repair
and redecoration costs in the Institute was gratefully acknowledged.

e Advice was received from Anthony Hurley regarding the legal position of the
Social Club.

e The Social Club is set up as a “Members Licensed Club” and is operating as a
business. Consequently it is legally required to pay business rates which it
does not do.

e The Social Club, as a “Members Licensed Club™ is also required to pay tax on
its income.

e The Liverpool Archdiocese received a tax bill from Inland Revenue for
£2,000,000 directly relating to Catholic Social Clubs operating from within
parish buildings. Similarly, a heavy, back-dated tax bill could be demanded
of our Social Club unless we begin to operate in a legally correct manner.

e The Social Club cannot continue to operate in a technically illegal manner
because of the possible financial repercussions for parish and diocese.

e During a recent 2 week audit, the Social Club was losing more than £ 150.00
per week.

e The question of the viability of the Social Club was raised.

ACTION

It was agreed that Anthony Hurley investigate how other Dioceses have coped with
similar Social Club-related issues and report back before a second meeting of this
joint group which will be held on: Tuesday 11" January, 2005
