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DEATH OF Mr. D. TILLEY,
COWBRIDGE.

By the death of Mr. D. Tilley there
is a vacancy in the business and social
life of Cowbridge which will be hard
to fill. The death took place on Wed-
nesday of last week, after a very short
illness.  On the Thursday previous to
his death he was working heart and
soul with the children in the postponed
Empire Day celebrations, and on the
following day, although not in
“limelight/” was still hard at it. He
loved the work, and his energy and
thoroughness for any appealing cause
was always truly a labour of love.

Mr. Tilley was for thirty years a
member of the Cowbridge Town Coun-
cil, and those who sat with him there
know best wliat his value was as a
“tried and trusted” representative of
the people. Three times Mayor of
Cowbridge, during his years of office he
was extremely popular with all sections
of the community.  That Cowbridge
to-day feels secure in the possession of
a thoroughly efficient volunteer Fire
Brigade is largely due to fiis initiative
and perseverance—a manual at first,
but now a manual and steamer, with
up-to-date appliances. He was for
many years captain of the Brigade,
and as evidence of the thoroughness of
his command, the firemen could always
hold their own in keen competitions.
At the time of his death, he was chai®
man of the. South Wales and Mon-
mouthshire Fire Brigades’ Association:

His work in the establishment of the

open-air swimming baths is well knowp
—uwhich, according to an inscription on
one of the bath pillars, was opened
during one of his terms of office as
Mayor.
. in agricufttrral matters Mr. Tiliey
took a very keen interest, and was a
valued member of the Cowbridge and
County Farmers’ Club and the Vale of
Glamorgan Agricultural Society. He
was a prominent Churchman, faithful
to liis Church, but broad-minded
enough to recognise the claims of a
universal brotherhood.
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Other spheres of usefulness in which
Mr. Tilley identified himself were:
Local representative of King Edward
VIl.’s Memorial Committee and the
Child Welfare Committee; chairman of
Cowbridge and District War Savings
Committee; twenty years hon. secre-
tary of Cowbridge and District Auxili-
ary of the British and Foreign Bible
Society, twelve years Churchwarden of
Cowbridge, forty years a Sunday
School teacher; local military adviser
for recruiting, local distributor for War
Pensions, trustee of Cowbridge Insti-
tute-

The funeral, which was a very large
.and impressive one, took place on Sat-
urday. The Mayor (Councillor W.
Davies) and officials and members of
the Corporation, together with a very
large number of the general public at-
tended ; also firemen from all parts of

South Wales. Among the Brigades re-
presented were —Aherdare, Rhondda,
Pontypridd, Pentre, Mid-Rhondda,

Bridgend, Maesteg, Port Talbot, Porth,
and Ebbw Vale; while members of the
Cowbridge Fire Brigade, in charge of
Chief Officer J. w. Brown, acted as
bearers.  The coffin was mounted on
the fire manual, and was draped with
the Union Jack and literally covered
with magnificent wreaths.  The Cow-
bridge contingent of the Red Cross
Society,, in charge of Mrs. D. C.
Edmondes, J.P., also attended. The
officiating clergy were the Vicar of
1 Cowbridge (Rev. Gilbert Williams), the
Rector of Llansannor (Rev. F. Wil-
liams), and the Rector of Bonvilstone
(Rev. G. Thomas).  After the cere-
money a muffled peal was rung by the
Church bell-ringers.

The family mourners were:—Mrs.
Tilley (widow), Mrs. David (sister-in-
law), Messrs. J. David and W. David
(brothers-in-law), and Mr. Brindle

(uncle).
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
