We would like to congratulate
them, and wish them the best of luck
for October!
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The interest in fishing
Cowbridge area is quite
mainly due to the range
opportunities the river Thaw has

to offer. There is game fishing for
trout from March to September, and

sea fishing at Aberthaw, famous for
its mullet and bass.

Of course there have to be
restrictions to prevent over-
fishing. These come in the form of
licences and size limits - any trout
under 8" long have to be thrown back.
Fly fishermen are at an advantage
here, because as the fish take the
fly, the hook gets caught in the
lip - and so if the fish are under-
size, the hock can be removed easily
and the trout returned to the water.
Worms, and their hooks, are usually
swallowed, and so the fish, whatever
the size, has to be killed to
retrieve the hook. So fly fishing is
not only more skilful, it serves the
interests of conservation much better!

There are about eleven fishing
waters in South Glamorgan, but the
most popular for the Cowbridge
youngsters seems to be the three
fields at Llanblethian. The Cowbridge
and District Angling Association has
the fishing rights from several
riparian owners, and they stock the
river every year, an expensive
process. Thus there is keen interest
in fishing from all age groups in the
area; but one word of warning to
non-swimmers - downstream of Gigman
Bridge there are many deep pools,

‘so please be careful.

All I can say is that the Zumbies were formerly known as
the Sex Gumbies. During their time as the Sex Gumbies they performed comic
material only. After performing only twice, there was a major split within
the group. Unfortunately this meant the group's cult figure, Philip Powell,
leaving for blackpool (illuminations).

The Gumbies lay dead and (almost) forgotten, until the three remaining
members decided to reform (and about time too) under the name of the Zumbies.
It was decided to record all previous "comedy" material, on cassette. Also
written and recorded were several new songs. An advertisement was placed in
the New Musical Express, Garageland feature ( music recorded in garages ). The
Zurmbies received enquiries for copies from London, Cologne (Germany),

Poderno (Italy), Sheffield, Newcastle and Ramsbottom (Lancashire). They have
had offers to sell their material in Dusseldorf and Northern Italy, which
they hope to take up.
