Cleveland’s Welsh
Brought Wealth of Music

By GERALDINE JAVOR

Back in the middle of the
19th century a small group of
song-loving, religious people
living in a small mountainous
country on the western coast
‘of Great Britain pulled up
their roots and crossed the
ocean to the New World.

These immigrants hailed

from a part of the United
Kingdom known as Wales.

When the Welsh arrived in
Cleveland they settled fto-
gether, established their
church and organized song-
fests.

“Wales is a singing coun-

Encyclopedia, ‘‘According to
an old saying, when two
Welshmen get together, they
form a.chorus. Most Welsh-
men like to sing, either alone
or in a group.”

“THE WELSH COME from
miles around to participate
in a Gymanfa Ganu, which is
a religious song service,”
Llewelyn Daniels, who came
to. Cleveland from Wales in
1908, explained.

The first Welsh known to
have arrived in Cleveland
settled around the Newburgh
area in the 1840s.
